B. Anchor hasdeveloped a Partner
Program under which members of that
program refer clientsto Anchor in return for
receiving acommission on the amount of
income Anchor receivesfrom the Referred
Client.

C. The member hasagreed to become a
member of the Partner Program on the terms
and conditions set out in this Agreement.
Operative Provisions:

1. Definitions and Interpretation

11 Thefollowing words have these
meaningsin thisagreement unlessthe
contrary intention appears. Areference to an
Item meansan Item in Schedule 1.

Business Day meansaday on which trading
banksare open for general banking business
in New South Wales.

Client meansa person or company which is
or becomesaretail client of Anchor.

Control Panel meansan internet web based
interface which will allow the Member to
submit information to Anchor, including
referralsand to accessreports provided by
Anchor.

Date of Membership meansthe date that
Anchor notifiesthe Member in writing that it
hasaccepted the Member asa member of
the Partner Program.

Dollar or $ means Australian Dollars.

GST meansthe Goodsand Services Tax
payable under the GST Act.

GST Act meansthe A New Tax System
(Goods & Services Tax) Act 1999.

Member ID meansthe unique
alpha/numerical identifier given by Anchor to
the Member under clause 2.4.

Non-Referred Client meansa Cient who
was not referred to Anchor by a member of
the Partner Program.

Partner Program Member meansa person
or company which joinsthe Partner Program
by signing a Partner Program Membership
Agreement with Anchor.

Partner Program meansthe program under
which Anchor seeksto increase the number
of it clientsby agreeing to pay to a Partner
Program Member a commission for referring
clientsto Anchor.

Partner Program Membership Agreement
means each written agreement which is
signed between Anchor and each of its
Partner Program Members.

Referred Client meansa Client who was
referred to Anchor by the Member.

Referred Client Revenue meansall income
received by Anchor from all of the Referred
Clientsreferred to it by the Member.

(f) areferenceto apersonincludesa
reference to the person's executors,
administrators, successors, substitutes

by novation) and assigns;

(@) anagreement, representation or
warranty in favour of two or more personsis
for the benefit of them jointly and severally;

(i) ifaperiod of timeisspecified and dates
from agiven day or the day of an act or
event, it isto be calculated exclusive of that

2. Application to Become a Member

21 Bycompleting all the detailsof the
Member and completing the
Questionnaire in the Schedule and signing
thisagreement and sending the signed
agreement to Anchor, the Member ismaking
an application to become a member of the
Partner Program.

22 If Anchor decidesto reject the
application of the Member it may decline to
sign the agreement sent to it under clause
2.1, and there will be no contractual
agreement between Anchor and the person
or company who applied to become a
member.

23 If Anchor doessign and date the
agreement sent to it under clause 2.1 then
from the date of itssigning the Member will
become a Partner Program Member.

24 Assoon asreasonably possible after
accepting amember under clause 2.3 Anchor
will allocate a Member ID to the Member and
send to the Member their Member ID and a
copy of thisagreement signed by Anchor.

3. Warranties and Obligations of the
Member

31 The Member warrantsto Anchor that:
(@ itisregistered for GST; and
(b) that it will remain registered for
GST.

32 The Member warrantsto use all of its
reasonable endeavoursto refer individuals or
companiesto use the services of Anchor,
however the Member:

(@ must not carry out any activities,
marketing or otherwise, which may bring the
Anchor name into disrepute; and

(b) must only use legal and reputable
methodsfor promoting the Services of
Anchor and referring clientsto Anchor.

3.3 Oncethe Member hasreferred a client
to Anchor who becomes a Referred ient
then that Referred dient cannot later
become aclient of the Member under any
form of arrangement such asa Reseller
Program.

4. Relationships Between the Parties
and the Referred Client

4.1 Nothing in thisagreement shall create
any partnership between Anchor and the
Member.

42 The Member acknowledgesthat each
Referred Client which the Member has
referred to Anchor will be aretail client of
Anchor and Anchor will:

(@ havethe full responsibility for
providing technical support and billing to the
Referred Client; and

(b) market itsentire range of servicesto
the Referred Client.

43 The Member also acknowledgesthat it
cannot place any orderswith Anchor or give
Anchor technical instructions on behalf of
any Referred Client unlessit providesto
Anchor awritten authority signed by the
Referred Client authorising the Member to
place orderswith Anchor or give Anchor
technical instructionson its behalf and
stating that the Referred Client accepts
Anchors Sandard Termsand Conditionsand
its Acceptable Use Policy.
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5. The Referral System

51 Anchor will provide on itsweb site a
Control Panel for the Member to access.

52 The Member may register individuals or
companiesaspeopleit isreferring to use the
services of Anchor.

5.3 Anchor will notein itsreportsto the
Member if areferred person or company
becomesa client of Anchor, thereby
becoming a Referred Client of the Member.

54 Anchor will ensure that at all timesthe
Member can obtain viathe Control Panel, a
report of all persons or companies which it
hasregistered with Anchor asreferralsand
which of those have become Referred dients
of the Member.

6. Commission to the Member

6.1 Anchor will pay to the Member a
commission calculated on invoices, net of
GST, paid by Referred Clientswhich have
been registered with Anchor by the Member
using the Control Panel.

6.2 If aReferred ient registered to the
Member later becomesa Partner Program
Member then Anchor shall also pay the
Member a commission on the income
received by Anchor from that members
registered Referred dients, net of GST.

7. Disputes and Conflicts

7.1 The Member shall not be entitled to any
commission on any person or company
which it registered asan existing client of
Anchor prior to the registration of that
referral.

7.2 If more than one Partner Program
Member refersthe same person or company
to Anchor, and that person or company then
becomesaretail client of Anchor, then the
records of Anchor will be used to determine
which Member first referred that person or
company to Anchor; however Anchor shall
have the right to contact the person or
company to ask them which of the members
did actually refer them to Anchor, and the
decision of Anchor asto which member it
registersthe Referred dient shall be final.

73 OnceaReferred ient isregistered to a
Partner Program Member then they cannot
be transferred to a different member unless
the Member they are registered to agrees; or
unless Anchor makes a determination under
clause 7.2.

8. Calculation and Payment of
Commissions

81 The commission payable by Anchor to
the Member under clause 6.1 isset out in the
schedule.

8.2 The commission payable by Anchor to
the Member under clause 6.2 isset out in the
schedule.

8.3 Anchor shall calculate all commission
due to the member within 10 businessdays
of the end of each financial quarter and it
shall include those calculationsin itsreport
to the Member viathe Control Panel.

8.4 Anchor shall pay the commission to the
Member within 15 business days of the end
of each financial quarter.

85 Anchor will only pay commission to the
Member by electronic fundstransfer (B-T)
and the Member must provide Anchor with
details of abank account into which its
commission should be paid. The bank
account must be with an Australian financial
institution, Anchor will not pay commission
into foreign bank accounts.

8.6 Itisthe responsibility of the Member to
inform Anchor of any changesto the bank
account provided under clause 8.5 and if
payment isreturned to Anchor due to closure
of the nominated account or for any other
reason, then Anchor may retain the Members
commission until the Member provides
Anchor with new bank account details.

8.7 If the Member hasused the services of
Anchor and they have any amount owed to
Anchor at the time acommission isdue to be
paid to the Member, then Anchor reserves
the right to pay or part pay the amount the
Member owed to Anchor, before it paysthe
commission or the balance of it to the
Member.

9. Term and Termination of Agreement

9.1 Thisagreement shall be for an initial
term of 12 months, commencing from the
Date of Membership unlessit isterminated
under any of the following sub-clauses.

9.2 Hther party may terminate this
agreement on giving 90 days written notice
to the other.

9.3 Ifthe Member isin breach of this
agreement then Anchor may terminate this
agreement after 14 days have expired from
the date Anchor givesthe Member written
notice to rectify the breach and the breach
hasnot be rectified in that time.
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10. Payments of Commission after
Termination

10.1 If thisagreement isterminated by
Anchor under clause 9.2 then Anchor will
only be required to pay commission to the
Member for the period up to the end of the
then current financial quarter.

10.2 If thisagreement isterminated by the
Member under clause 9.2 or by Anchor under
clause 9.3 then no commissions are payable
to the Member after the date of termination.

11. Confidentiality, Privacy & Intellectual
Property

11.1 Each party agreesto keep confidential
any and all information it receivesabout the
business of the other party, including all
financial matters.

112 Each party shall ensure that each of
them complies with the Privacy Act.

11.3 Allintellectual property developed for
use under thisagreement, including all
software and all webpage designs shall be
owned by Anchor.

12. GST

12.1 All revenue amountsreceived by
Anchor referred to in thisagreement shall be
net/excdusive of the GST component.

12.2 All commission amounts payable by
Anchor to the Member under thisagreement
shall be inclusive of GST.

13. Notices

13.1 Anotice, approval, consent or other
communication in connection with this
agreement:

Failure by
apartyto exercise adelay in exercising a
right, power or remedy does not prevent its
exercise.

16.4 RemediesCumulative: Therights,
powersand remedies provided in this
agreement are cumulative with and not
exdusive of the rights, powers and remedies
provided by law independently of this
agreement.

16,5 No Merger: Any liability for a breach of
any warranty contained in thisagreement
doesnot merge on completion.

16.6 Survival of Indemnities: Each
indemnity in thisagreement isa continuing
obligation, separate and independent from
the other obligations of the partiesand
survivestermination of thisagreement.

16.7 Enforcement of Indemnities: It isnot
necessary for a party to incur expense or
make payment before enforcing a right of
indemnity conferred by this agreement.
